SPECIAL ATTENTION:

1. ALL ATHLETES INCLUDING THROWERS SHALL WEAR A SINGLET (NOT A T-SHIRT) WHILE IN COMPETITION.

2. THE SHOT SECTOR WILL BE A 34.92 DEGREE SECTOR.

3. THE DISCUS SECTOR WILL BE A 34.92 DEGREE SECTOR.

4. ALL FIELD EVENTS WILL BE TAKEN IN THE ORDER THEY ARE DRAWN -- ALLOWING ONLY ONE ATTEMPT EACH TIME UP.  NO MULTIPLE THROWS OR JUMPS WILL BE ALLOWED UNLESS THEY ARE THE ONLY ONE IN COMPETITION.  (THE 10 MINUTE EXCUSE RULE MAY BE USED WHEN ATHLETES NEED TO LEAVE AND COMPETE IN ANOTHER EVENT.  THIS MEANS AN ATHLETE CAN TAKE THEIR FIRSTATTEMPT IN ORDER IN EVENT “A”… GO TO THE OTHER EVENT TO COMPETE IN EVENT “B”… AND WHEN THEIR NAME IS CALLED FOR THEIR SECOND ATTEMPT IN EVENT “A” THEY WILL BE GIVEN 10 MINUTES TO RETURN AND REPORT FOR THAT SECOND ATTEMPT.  DO NOT HOLD THE OTHER COMPETITORS FROM TAKING THEIR SECOND ATTEMPT, BUT WORK THE DISMISSED ATHLETE BACK INTO THE ROTATION WHEN THEY ARRIVE, IF THE DISMISSED ATHLETE DOES NOT RETURN WITHIN THE 10 MINUTES ALLOTTED THEN IT WILL BE RECORDED AS A PASS AND MAY NOT BE TAKEN.)  
5. FLIGHTS WILL BE NO SMALLER THAN 8 INDIVIDUALS AT A TIME.  3 ALIVE OR 5 ALIVE IS NOT TO BE USED IN FIELD EVENTS.  THIS WILL INSURE AS CLOSE AS POSSIBLE EACH ATHLETE COMPETES IN THE SAME WEATHER CONDITIONS.

6.  CREATE A JURY OF APPEALS FOR THE MEET
