WE SUGGEST THAT BOTH THE STARTER AND CLERK HAVE THE SAME LIST OF INSTRUCTIONS FOR EACH RESPECTIVE RACE AND THAT THEY BOTH TELL ALL THE ATHLETES COMPETING THE SAME INSTRUCTIONS TO INSURE COMPLIANCE





WE SUGGEST THAT BOTH THE STARTER AND CLERK HAVE THE SAME LIST OF INSTRUCTIONS FOR EACH RESPECTIVE RACE AND THAT THEY BOTH TELL ALL THE ATHLETES COMPETING THE SAME INSTRUCTIONS TO INSURE COMPLIANCE





ALSO, NOTIFY F.A.T. OPERATOR AND MEET COMPUTER OPERATOR OF CHANGES





ALL MANUAL TIME SHALL BE ROUNDED UP TO THE NEAREST TENTH OF A SECOND. TIMERS WILL TIME PLACES NOT LANES





(ALL THROWS AND JUMPS)


DO NOT ALLOW COMPETITORS TO TAKE MORE THAN ONE TRIAL IN SUCCESSION (AS STATED IN RULE 7-2-6) BUT USE RULE 7-2-7 SET STATE WIDE AT 10 MINUTES EXCUSED FROM THE TIME THEIR NAME IS NEXT CALLED FOR THEIR SUCCEEDING ATTEMPT IN THE ORDER OF COMPETITION.  (EXCEPTION WHEN THEY ARE THE ONLY COMPETITOR LEFT AT A HEIGHT)


ALWAYS MEASURE EVERY LEGAL THROW OR JUMP  (STAKE METHOD NOT ALLOWED EVER)





ALSO NOTIFY F.A.T OPERATOR AND MEET COMPUTER OPERATOR OF D.Q.





ALL EVENTS, WHEN CONCLUDED, MUST HAVE THE TIME THEY WERE ANNOUNCED RECORDED ON THE FINAL SHEET FOR APPEAL PROCESS (ANNOUNCER’S DUTY)





POLES WILL BE CHECKED BY HEAD POLE VAULT OFFICIAL


AND THE WEIGHTS AND MEASURES IMPLEMENT INSPECTORS - *ATHLETES MAY ACTUALLY BE WEIGHED AT THE COMPETITION AREA – CHECK W/MEET DIRECTOR


UIL ALLOWS INDIVIDUALS TO BE ENTERED IN 5 EVENTS TOTAL


5-FIELD, 3 RUNNING (INCLUDING RELAYS AND ONLY 2 RUNNING EVENTS IF 400M OR MORE)


SINGLET MAY BE  LONG OR SHORT SLEEVE NO T-SHIRT 


ALL ITEMS WORN UNDER THE SHORTS OR JERSEYS ARE CONSIDERED UNDERGARMENTS.  THESE UNDERGARMENTS MUST BE THE SAME SINGLE SOLID COLOR  IF IT IS A TEAM EVENT OR RELAY AND MORE THAN ONE MEMBER WEARS UNDERGARMENTS, THEY MUST MATCH IN COLOR UNDER SHORTS & JERSEYS RESPECTIVELY 


.  “IN COMPETITION” MEANS THEY HAVE JUMPS OR THROWS REMAINING OR THE TIMERS & PICKERS STILL NEED THEM FOR PLACING PURPOSES.

DISTRICT TO AREA, AREA TO REGIONAL AND REGIONAL TO STATE ARE ALL QUALIFICATION MEETS AND SHOULD BE PLACED IN LANES BY USING PLACE, THEN TIME FROM THE PRECEDING MEET.





REFER TO ITOAT MANUAL OR STARTING PROCEDURES





KEEP FINISH AREA CLEAR OF NON- – ESSENTIAL PERSONNEL INCLUDING NON- – FINISHING ATHLETES.  DO NOT STAND UP ON THE TIMING OR PICKING STANDS TO OBTAIN THE FINISH IF A FULLY AUTOMATIC TIMING SYSTEM IS USED OR RUN THROUGH THE FINISH LINE AFTER ATHLETES BECAUSE YOU WILL BLOCK THE PICTURE OR APPEAR AS ANOTHER RUNNER TO BE PICKED





STATEWIDE EMPHASIS ON RELAY PROCEDURES: REFER TO THE ITOAT MANUAL ON RELAY EXCHANGES.  REMEMBER THE RUNNER BEHIND ANOTHER HAS MORE RESPONSIBILITY OF AVOIDING CONTACT WITH A RUNNER IN FRONT OF THEM OR A PREVIOUS RUNNER THAT HAS ALREADY MADE AN EXCHANGE PROVIDED THEY SLOW STRAIGHT AHEAD OR STEP OFF THE TRACK IF ON INSIDE OR OUTSIDE EDGES OF TRACK


	


DO NOT ALLOW THROWING OF BATONS AT THE CONCLUSION OF A RELAY.  USE GOOD JUDGEMENT IN DECIDING THROWING – VS – DROPPING THE BATON








MAKE SURE INSTRUCTIONS GIVEN BY BOTH THE CLERK & STARTER USE SOME TYPE OF VISUAL AID FOR RUNNERS TO KNOW EXACTLY WHERE THE BREAK LINE IS, SUCH AS CONES, TENNIS BALLS OR A FLAGPERSON





STATEWIDE EMPHASIS NEEDED IN HIGH SCHOOL, DUE TO NCAA ALLOWANCES OF KICKING OVER HURDLES WITHOUT VIOLATION.  WE NEED TO MAKE IT CLEAR THAT ALL RULES STILL APPLY TO HIGH SCHOOL AND WE MUST ENFORCE THEM





USUALLY IN TEXAS WE TAKE THE SAME NUMBER TO THE FINALS IN FIELD EVENTS AS WE DO IN RUNNING EVENTS.  THEREFORE THE NUMBER OF LANES ON THE TRACK DETERMINES HOW MANY WILL QUALIFY FOR FIELD EVENT FINALS BUT NOT LESS THAN SEVEN





FOR FIELD EVENTS IN TEXAS, WE WANT TO GO STRAIGHT THROUGH COMPETITORS IN ORDER DRAWN ONE ATTEMPT AT A TIME, THEN NEXT COMPETITOR





THE UIL WILL USE OF A 34.92 DEGREE SECTOR FOR THE SHOT & A 34.92 DEGREE SECTOR FOR THE DISCUS STATEWIDE
